Socrative is a student response system that engages students via digital devices. In essence, it can be used as a Quiz application to gain an understanding of what children think, know or have learnt. The quiz can be set up as a multiple choice, true or false or short answer style response. All responses are collated and can be emailed to you in Excel format.

ShowMe is an open online learning community where anyone can learn and teach any topic. Our iPad app lets you easily create and share video lessons.

· Assessment method: students record a “Show Me” that explains their understanding of a topic

(formerly WallWisher)
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	Padlet is an Internet application that allows people to express their thoughts on a common topic easily. It works like an online sheet of paper where people can put any content (e.g. images, videos, documents, text) anywhere on the page, together with anyone, from any device.

Devices: Computers or any iOs device
	· Student brainstorming 
· Assessment method: record student’s understanding of a topic or answer to a question
· collaboration: students work together in real time to share ideas and everyone gets a ‘voice’
